· Housing Inspections are required in accordance with the Uniform Fire Code of the State of New Jersey, Helmetta Borough Ordinance for all persons who sell, rent or transfer ownership, change occupants of a residence - home, townhouse, condo, apartment, and must have a smoke detector, carbon monoxide detector, and fire extinguisher compliance test performed before any closing is executed.  Applications can be picked up at Borough Hall.

· If a homeowner applies for a permit and list themselves as the contractor, they are responsible for all work done.

· CONTRACTORS CANNOT DRAW THEIR OWN PLANS.

· Homeowners can draw their own plans, but it shall be recommended by the code official to hire a New Jersey licensed architect should the plans lack detailed information.

· Permits are required so that minimum code requirements are met under the Uniform Construction Code in the State of New Jersey. These codes were put in place to protect the health, safety and welfare of all residents and structures, and will be strictly enforced by our DCA Jamesburg / Helmetta Construction office.
